The Hargrett library will assign two numbers to the collection, one
for the Division Archives and one for the Hall of Fame records. This
will make it easier for people who want to look at just the Hall of
Fame records to get at them more easily.

Chuck Barber, the Manuscripts Librarian advised that he will place
all the records in acid-free manilla folders to protect them. Any
forester or member of the public can go the Hargrett library and
view the material there.
